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KNOWING OUR CHURCHôS HISTORY 

Continuing the story... 

The Reverend John Warner was the next rector 
appointed to the Port Lincoln Parish following 
John Meakinôs transfer to Port Pirie. He came to 
us from Whyalla and the duration of his incum-
bency at St Thomasô covered some six years from 
1968 to 1974. 

It is of interest to note that during that time two 
very lucrative propositions were put to Church 
Council from two opposing oil companies, name-
ly Mobil and Caltex, wherein they both expressed 
their desire to erect a petrol station complex on 
the Hallett/Adelaide Place corner of church prop-
erty. They vied for position for a while, with one 
offering more money than the other. 

At that time there was no round about at the street 
intersection, but the town council and the High-
ways Department on learning of the proposal, 
made it known that plans were in hand to con-
struct one therein the near future and permission 
for a service station in the location would not be 
granted. As a result of the ruling the project was 
abandoned and Mobil, whose terms had been ac-
cepted, was advised accordingly. 

Of interest is the fact that had the project eventu-
ated, it would have necessitated the demolition of 
the Parish hall and its rebuilding further west on 
the now car park area. 

The Church Council also gave thought to the erec-
tion of a row of shops for rental nearby facing into 
Hallett Place. 

In an earlier part of the Church History, mention 
was made of extensive restoration work carried 
out on the church in 1970 and the finding of an 
interesting historic jar under the 1876 foundation 
stone containing relics of the era. 

In order to complete the story it must be told that 
the jar was duly returned to its place of conceal-
ment together with a second jar updated with a 
further collection of interesting church infor-
mation covering almost a century. The óreturningô 
ceremony took place on 9 October, 1970. As the 
Port Lincoln Times covering article published in 
its next issue was a descriptive of the event, por-
tion of same is quoted verbatim as follows:- 

ñOutside the Church of St Thomas a jar contain-
ing historic documents pertaining to the building 

of the Transepts of the chancel were returned to 
their niche beneath the foundation stone. A second 
jar filled with items relevant to the present was 
also added. The jars were put in place by Mrs Eth-
el Wollaston, aged 99, who it is certain attended 
the foundation stone laying in 1876, when aged 5. 

Mrs Wollaston added mystery to the historic 
óbrewô when she gave a penny to be placed among 
the few decimal coins in the jar of modern con-
tents. The significance of the penny may puzzle 
the finders of the bottle many years in the future. 

Mrs Wollaston in replacing the jar used the same 
ornate silver trowel which was used for the foun-
dation stone laying in 1876 by her grandfather, 
Reverend Octavius Hammond. 

She was watched by a small crowd and was assist-
ed by Mr Bernie Williams, who has carried out 
the renovation work during which the jar was dis-
covered. 

The second mystery, that of the original founda-
tion stone, looks as though it will remain unsolved 
now that the renovations are virtually complete. 

It was laid by Governor Fox-Young, but as report-
ed last week has not been found. It is possible 
however, that the large stone in which the small 
1876 plaque is inserted may in fact be the original. 
It seems however that the truth may never be 
known. 

Among those attending the ceremony on Friday 
was Miss Elsie Brougham, whose father Samuel 
Brougham was deeply involved in the work of the 
church being a Warden and the Sunday School 
Superintendent for many years. 

Also attending were Mrs Wollastonôs brother, Mr 
Myles Bishop, Mrs Olive Watherston 
(granddaughter of the builder Mr John Garrett) 
and Mr Eric OôConnor accompanied by his aunt 
Miss Jessie Wilkinson aged 88, both relatives of 
Henry Holroyd, who gave an address at the cere-
mony in 1876.ò  À

The Cellar Folk Club 
entertained all day with a

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Joyce Irene Dearman was born in the Port Lincoln 
Hospital on December 13th 1922.  The sisters at the 
hospital said she should have been named Dawn, as 
there was a beautiful sunrise that morning.  Mum 
was the second child in the family, having an older 
brother Herbert and a younger brother Mervyn. 

Her parents were Bill and Vivian Dearman.  They 
lived and worked on Cayley sheep station, five miles 
west of the Tooligie railway siding on Eyre Peninsu-
la.  Her mother had to travel to Port Lincoln by train 
three weeks before she was born. 

Mum was baptised in the Port Lincoln Anglican 
Church soon after her birth.  At this time the house 
at Cayley was being built.  The men dug the stone, 
cut it into pieces, and built a lime kiln to make mor-
tar.  Meanwhile, the family lived in tents under the 
pine trees for about three months, until the house 
was completed.  The weather was hot and everyone 
must have been very pleased when the house was 
finished, especially mumôs mum ï our Grandma 
Dearman, who had to cook in camp ovens over 
wood fires for four men and her family during the 
summer months.  No airconditioned comfort for this 
mum and new baby! 

During her childhood, Mum learned about Godôs 
love for her and all people.  The Anglican Church 
used to send correspondence Sunday School lessons 
to Cayley for the children to complete with the help 
of their mother.  The Tooligie hall was built about 
1930 and Mum remembered a minister coming to 
the hall where church services were held once a 
month.  Sometimes a farmerôs implement shed at 
Tooligie Hill was tidied up and the service would be 
held there. 

One of Mumôs vivid memories is of the many fruit 
trees her father planted at Cayley.  There was fresh 
fruit every month of the year to eat and share with 
others.  A well provided lots of really good water 
and there was a windmill to pump it to the house and 
garden.  Lots of sheep came to the well to drink, and 
if there was no wind to drive the mill mumôs father 
would start a small engine to pump the water.  Mum 
has always loved windmills and looked out for them 
in their travels around Australia when they retired!  

Mum loved trapping rabbits at Cayley.  She told us 
that one day a professional trapper put two little live 
rabbits in her trap. The next day when she saw the 
rabbits she was so excited!  Then everybody laughed 
and she realised that they were tricking her!  They 
would sometimes go out into the sheep paddocks 
and drag sheepôs innards around, that had been laced 
with strychnine, for fox baits.  They would go 
around early the next morning and collect the dead 
foxes before the crows destroyed their skins.  These 
were pegged out to dry and later sold for some extra 

income. Another job was milking the cow and Mum 
was taught to do this when she was 8 years old.  This 
was not a job she was keen to do. 

There was no school near enough for the Dearman 
children to attend, so they had correspondence les-
sons.  In those days, it was important for boys to 
have an education, but it was not considered so im-
portant for the girls.  In 1933, a small school opened 
at Tooligie railway siding and Mum and her brothers 
went the 5 miles to school in a horse and buggy.  
Seven children attended that year, but as more fami-
lies came to live in the new railway cottages at 
Tooligie, the numbers increased.  Mum completed 
Year 7 at Tooligie and then went to Port Lincoln and 
boarded at St Josephôs school for 3 years.  Mum said 
she was terribly homesick and cried herself to sleep 
every night for a long time.  While she was there, 
Mum did not appreciate being given a dose of castor 
oil each week to keep her regular so she always 
poured hers into the closest vase of flowers!  And, 
no students were allowed to watch the nuns eating at 
the convent, so Mum took up the challenge ï she 
climbed out the window onto the courtyard roof 
where she could freely watch the nuns enjoying their 
meal!  Iôm sure she had some friends who joined 
her.  After Year 10, Mum went home to the station.  
Pop Dearman bought a new saddle for Mum because 
he thought she could help him on the station.  But 
Mum fell off the horse and didnôt want to ride again! 
Her dad was very disappointed!!  Instead, she 
worked inside where she learned how to make bread, 
bake cakes, cook jam and do all the other general 
household jobs.  

When Mum was 17, she badly wanted to go nursing, 
but was told that she had to wait until she was 21.  
However, by that time, Mum had met her future hus-
band Maurice Hetzel, who was in the army.  They 
were married on the 24th of June 1942 in the Mission 
to Seaman building at Kirton Point, Port Lincoln.  
Dad was driving army trucks in the Northern Terri-
tory during World War II when their first child Da-
vid was born in 1944 and Dad didnôt see David until 
he was 4 months old, after which he returned to war 
service.   

Mumôs younger brother Mervyn, whom she loved 
dearly, was killed in a motorbike accident in Ade-
laide in 1945 when he was only 18 years old.  At 
that time Dad was in PNG with the army.  It was a 
very sad time for the whole family. 

After the war finished in 1946, Dad came home and 
they went to live on a mixed farm at Warrachie.  
They didnôt have too many things to make life easy 
in those days, but then neither did anyone else.  
Mum loved her garden and her family and she 
helped on the farm when she could.  Their second

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 son, Lloyd, was born in 1948 and life was never the 
same again! 

After renovating their home, they sold that farm in 
1960 and purchased Morona, which was twice as 
big.  Mum said that shifting wasnôt much fun and 
she shed a few tears, but it turned out to be a good 
move because they were able to grow a lot more 
grain. 

Bronwyn arrived in 1956 by which time the boys 
were going to school in Lock on the bus and then 
later to Immanuel College in Adelaide.  Mum al-
ways read stories to us and she spent time helping us 
with our school work.  In later years, she worked as 
a library assistant at the Lock Area School.  

Dad went on farming and then David and Lloyd 
came home to work on the farm. Later, they went 
into Lock to live and share-farmed a property there.  
Mum was very keen for me to learn the piano so 
each week she drove the 160km round trip to Cum-
mins so that I could have lessons with Sally Drum-
mond.  That was a huge commitment for which I am 
very grateful. 

Mum loved travelling and she and Dad enjoyed their 
many camping holidays and caravan holidays with 
dear friends.  She was happy roughing it in the out-
back and was an expert at cooking bread in the camp 
oven.  In 1982 they had a wonderful adventure tour 
holiday in New Zealand with friends where they 
walked the Milford Track, went white water rafting 
and climbed down a glacier.  Mum was never afraid 
to try something new! 

Flowers have always brought Mum much joy ï 
growing them, picking them and arranging them.  
The Lock Show had many entries from Joyce Hetzel 
in the floral art section.  Throughout her life-time, 
Mum also enjoyed many other craft activities.  
These started with sewing and knitting for her fami-
ly on the farm where she was resourceful by reusing 
fabrics to make clothes for us as children.  Imagine 
her distress when Dad put a new pair of Lloydôs 
long pants on the oven door to dry and they burnt!! 

Mum and Dad moved from Lock to Port Lincoln 
about 1984 and after that they established a home in 
Dutton Bay.  During these years Mum made numer-
ous clowns, golliwogs, signature bears, dolls, pigs 
and other crafty things that she donated to the Angli-
can church for their annual Fetes. She also cooked 
lots of traditional Christmas cakes and puddings and 
made jams and marmalade. 

Later, they moved again into Lincoln Grove retire-
ment village and Mum was instrumental in organis-
ing other residents to knit squares that were then 
stitched together to make rugs. Mum was always 
keen to help others and these rugs were all donated 
to service providers in the Port Lincoln community 
for people in need.  Then the direction turned to 

beanies for the men coming into port on the boats 
from the tropics as they really felt the cold.  Mum 
also loved reading, especially biographies and auto-
biographies of people from the outback.  She kept 
the library busy finding books for her. She read 
many of these on her iPad. 

Dad died in 2010 and in 2019, Mum moved into the 
Matthew Flinders Nursing Home after struggling 
with her mobility.  She was fiercely determined to 
continue walking even when she was in pain.  Mum 
loved looking at the colourful flowers outside her 
window and took every opportunity to get outside in 
the fresh air, go for drives in the car and help with 
the upkeep of the courtyard garden.  

David, Lloyd and Bronwyn all married and had 8 
children between them.  Ma, as she was affection-
ately known by her grandchildren, loved them all 
and I am sure each one of them have their own sto-
ries to tell about their fun-loving Ma.  They remem-
ber that Ma was always ready to share a cup of tea 
with them in her pretty cups and saucers and she 
would have freshly baked fruit buns to eat after 
school.  But, sometimes Ma gave them frozen boiled 
chocolate cake because she had forgotten to get it 
out of the freezer.  These 8 grandchildren have given 
Mum 19 great grandchildren, with a great, great, 
grandchild to be born near what would have been 
her 100th birthday in December.  There were times 
when mum really wanted to reach her 100th birthday.  
When I told her in June this year that I was going to 
request a letter from the Queen she looked at me and 
said, ñYouôd better hurry up because she might die!ò  
When the Queen did die before her, Mum must have 
decided it just wasnôt worth waiting for a letter from 
King Charles! 

We thank God for giving us such a loving and cou-
rageous mother who taught us about Godôs love for 
us and who gave each of us many opportunities.  
She will be missed by us all, but we know that she 
has enriched our lives, as well as the lives of her 
many friends and acquaintances with her generous 
nature.  Now she is resting peacefully in her heaven-
ly home.
